Freyssinet/Hebetec Scope Strand Guide

Freyssinet and Hebetec supplied the strand,
lifting machinery and technical assistance
needed to install the system and complete the
lift. Two operators were in charge of the lift,
each controlling half of the lifting system
(Two pumps/four jacks). The jacks were fixed
to the top of the temporary tower structures.
The operators were in constant radio contact
with each other and with fellow engineers on
the ground to ensure that the bridge
maintained its horizontal level throughout the =
lift. After lifting, the bridge was moved
laterally, then lowered onto its bearings.
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
